Malala Yousalzai, born on 12 July 1997 is the youngest-ever Nobel Prize laureate. She is
known mainly for her advocacy for female cducation in her native Swat Valley in the

Khyber_Pakhtunkhwa province of northwest Pakistan, where the local Taliban had banned
cirls from attending school.

In carly 2009, at age of 11, Yousafzai wrote a blog under a pseudonym for the BBC detailing
her life under Taliban occupation, their attempts to take control of the valley, and- her views
on prowmoting education for girls in the Swat Valley. The following summer, journalist Adam
B. Ellick made a New York Times documentary about her life . Thus,Yousaizai rose in
prominence, giving interviews in print and on television, and was nominated for the

International Children's Peace Prize by South African activist Tutu. But on @ October 2012,

on her way home from school , she was shot by a Taliban gunman. One builet hit the lcfl
side of her forehead making her seriousty- injured. In-the days innediaiely foiiowing the
attack, she remained unconscious but iater , when her coaditicn improved, she was sent 1o
the Quegen Elizabeth Hospital in Birmingham, England, for intensive rehabilitation.

The assassination attempt sparked a national and international outpouring of support for
Yousafzai Deutsche Welle wrote in January 2013 that Yousafzai may have become "the most
famous teenager in the world." United Nations Special Envoy for Global Education Gordon
Brown Faunched a UN petition in Yousatzai's name, demanding that all children worldwide
be in school by the end of 2015; it helped lead to the ratification of Pakistan's first Right to

Education Bill. In February 2014, she was nominated for the World Children's Prize in
Sweden. In May 2014, she was_granted an honorary_doctorate by the University of King's
Coliege an Halifax. o

And finally in 2014, at the age of 17,Yousafzai was announced as the co-winner of the 2014

Nobel Peace Prize for her fight for the right of education for children and young people in her
Swat Valley as well around the world.
